Early this
spring, the
Monroe County
Water Authority, as
part of a periodic
maintenance
program, began a
3 month project to
repaint the Hilton
water tower. The
water tower, which
is owned by the
Village of Hilton,
is leased to the
Water Authority
who, in turn, is
responsible for all
maintenance on
the structure.
Periodic work is
required to remove
loose paint and repair damage and
ultimately to protect the underlying metal
of the structure from corrosion. It has
been about 25 years since the tower was
last painted. Painting usually takes place
every 18 to 25 years. Due to the $1.1
million dollar cost of the project, work
was postponed for 3 years while funding

Workers construct scaffoldmg around the structure
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work could begin. Recently, workers began
constructing a scaffolding structure around the
perimeter of the tower. The scaffolding will
provide a means to encapsulate the entire tower
so the exterior can be sand-blasted to remove the
old paint, while keeping all the debris contained.
Following, two coats of epoxy will be applied

* with a final coat of polyurethane, providing a

smooth, clean, durable surface. The interior of
the tower will be undergoing the same type of

— rehabilitation, using special containment
- methods to encapsulate all the blast material
o removed from the inside of the structure. A

similar color will be applied to the tower. The
new paint is expected to last 20 years with
proper maintenance. "Hilton" will be re-painted
on the exterior in a larger lettering style, with the
new addition of an
apple where the
"0" belongs. The
flnal phase of the
project includes
the transfer of the
cellular antennae
equipment back to
the tank and the
removal of the
portable towers.

Work on the

was secured by the county.
The project began in mid March, with the
preliminary relocation of all cellular antenna
equipment from the tower to several portable
temporary towers. 330,000 gallons of water
contained in the structure was then drained so

project is
scheduled to be complete by the end of June.
Significant changes in water pressure or flow
should not be a problem for the community. A
Water Authority Inspector will be on-site during
the entire project.



The Village of Hilton, in
collaboration with the towns of Greece
and Parma, began a process of study on
the feasibility of establishing a multi-
use, recreation trail on the former
Hojack rail corridor (currently owned
by RG&E). The study, funded by the
Genesee Transportation Council, covers
an area along the old railway, from the
Rt. 390 bike path in Greece to Canning
Street in Hilton. Data is being collected
and ideas and plans are being discussed
to determine the benefits, costs and
details of creating such a path. A public
meeting was held at the Greece Town
Hall, on March 3, 2016.

The community is encouraged to
attend future meetings and contribute
any input pertaining to the study.

Also on the ballot were two new
candidates, Craig Burritt and Richard Wilt.

Congratulations to Jim Gates, who was
voted in for his 6th consecutive term
serving on the board. Congratulations also
to Craig Burritt. Craig has lived in
Hilton/Parma his entire life. He and wife
Colleen have been married for 34 years.
They have 4 grown children; Emily, Cayce,
Luke and Kyle. Craig is a retired Sergeant
from the Monroe County Sheriff’s
Department. Craig is pleased for the
opportunity to be a part of the Village
Board and looks forward to serving the
Hilton community for the next 4 years.

Special thanks to Andrew Fowler for 4
years of service on the board and for
serving as Vice Mayor during his term.

2016-17 Village Budget

Good news for taxpayers for the coming
fiscal year! The newly adopted budget for the
Village of Hilton, effective June 1%, reflects a
decrease in taxes, from $2.68 per $1,000, to
$2.58. That’s a savings of 10 cents per
$1,000. Why did taxes decrease this year?
The answer is fairly simple. Every year the
state sets a tax levy rate, restricting the amount
of allowable tax growth for the given year.
This year the rate was set at .012%, (that is
less than 1%). Because of an increase in home
assessments in 2015, taxes had to go down to
keep the rate of increase under the state tax
cap limit. That spells good news for property
owners.

Many services are provided to the
community through taxpayer dollars. The
Village staff works hard each year to prepare a
cost-effective budget that

$40,000 will purchase a new chipper,
replacing a 2006 model, and $6,500 will
purchase a snowblower for the village skid
steer.

As upgrading of the street-lighting system
continues, $25,000 has been budgeted to
purchase 50 new LED streetlight heads.
Replacements will take place along South
Avenue, in the Post Office parking lot, on
Raintree Lane, Panarites Lane and Village II
Drive.

Sewer rates will remain unchanged, with
no increase for the coming fiscal year.

There has been an increase in Monroe
County water rates, so in turn, the Village of
Hilton has had to increase our rates.
Consumption charges increased from $2.91 to
$2.99 per 1,000 gallons. The daily rate also

maintains the same high
quality services residents are
accustomed to, while
providing for future needs
as they arise. There will be
no decrease in services with
the tax decrease. b

This year, $100,000 has [—g
been budgeted for street i am
maintenance. Slurry sealing
and crack filling will be
applied in the Parkwood
Lane subdivision and in all
village owned parking lots.
$27,000 will be used to
repair and or replace
damaged sidewalks and
gutters on Sherwood Drive.

$100,000 has been
budgeted for sanitary sewer
improvements. The sewer mains on West
Avenue from Main Street to Henry Street will
be slip lined.

In the village's vehicle replacement plan,
$100,000 has been budgeted to replace a 1989
backhoe and $35,000 will purchase a pick-up
truck with a plow, replacing a 2005 model.

A Village Historian
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A Tribute to Don Stilson

The Hilton-Parma community will forever
be indebted to former Town Historian, Donald
A. Stilson, for his contributions to both the
village and town’s historical archives.

Stilson, who resided in the Hilton-Parma
area since 1966, passed away on November 25,
2015. His avid interest in local, Civil War and
family history motivated him to jump into
community involvement after he and his late wife
Roberta moved to their home on Burritt Rd.

In 1969, Don became a charter member of the
Parma-Hilton Historical Society. He also joined
the Hilton Fire Department, where he served in
numerous capacities. Perhaps his best contribution
was his published “History of the Hilton Fire
Department”, written in 1978. This book is of
tremendous value to both the Hilton Fire
Department and the community at large because
of the stories captured, including dates and other
lore that occurred during the life-time of many
early HFD members. Later he published a second
edition of the book with more historical
information. Don also served as Chairman of the
Hilton Fire Department Carnival for 10 years. In
2011, he published the “Arthur Newton, Parma
Put., Civil War letters”, to commemorate the
Sesquicentennial (150th anniversary) of that
national tragedy.

In 2004,
following the
death of well-
known Parma
Historian, Shirley
Cox Husted, Don
was asked by then-
Parma Town
Historian, Tom
Burger, to assist in
running the office.

Subsequently, Don, with the help of his brother
Jim and others, did a phenomenal job of creating
the displays that are currently available in the
Parma Museum. In 2010, Don succeeded Tom
Burger as Parma Town Historian. He served in this
capacity until January 2015. One of the most
popular displays at the Parma Museum that
fascinates both young and old alike was built by
Don Stilson. It is the miniature machine shop,
modeled after the historic machine shop at the
Henry Ford Museum in Dearborn, Michigan. No
other museum, to my knowledge, has such a
superb replication of a bygone industrial model.

In tribute for the work that Don and his
brother Jim did for the museum, the Parma-Hilton
Historical Society voted to name the room
housing the museum displays after both of them.
A brass plaque with their engraved names hangs in
the entrance to the room.

Don will be missed by many, but his good
work, preserving the history of Hilton-Parma, will
stand as a time-honored memorial to the quiet,
unassuming, hard-working man that he was, who
was a good friend to all who knew him.
