At a public hearing on April
13, a new budget was adopted
for the 2010-11 fiscal year. For
the 4th consecutive year, there
will be no tax increase in the
village. The tax rate will remain
at $2.48 per $1,000.

Equipment expenditures
budgeted for 2010 include a 6
wheel dump truck with plow
and wing for $175,000 and a
pick-up truck for $22,000.

Office expenditures include
file cabinets for the public
works department for $2,000
and replacement carpeting for
the office for $5,600.

Maintenance expenditures
include the milling and re-
paving of Underwood Avenue
and Hale Haven Drive, and the
repair and-or replacement of
sidewalks on Lake Avenue, for a
combined total of $52,000.
The Village will be receiving
$32,000 in aid from NYS
CHIPS (Consolidated Highway
Improvement Program) to offset
maintenance costs.

Sewer improvement

2010 BUuDGET

expenditures include the repair
of 16 manholes along the north
side of Salmon Creek, from
South Avenue, eastward to the
Village Park area. The cost of
the project will be $112,000.
The Village has been awarded a
$50,000 Community
Development Grant from the
Monroe County HUD program
to aid in this project.

Additional costs will be funded
by a raise in sewer rates from
$63.00 to $84.00 per residential
unit. The rate increase will raise
$31,400 towards the 2011-12
project. Continuing
improvements and repairs to the
sewer infrastructure will take
place over the next 5 to 10
years as crews analyze necessity.
The mains are 60 years old and
need repair to remain in good
shape. The Village is targeting
$100,000 annually to repair and
maintain a section at a time.
The rate increase will help to
fund this multi-year project. The
Village Board will continue to
oversee the project and

determine long-term budgetary
needs.

Finally, the Village is
considering a building addition
on the public works facility.

The current structure was built
in 1976. Over the years,
additional employees and added
equipment has over-crowded
the facility. Designs for an
addition were completed on
April 30th. The project went to
bid the week of May 1st. Bids
will be received on or before
May 27th. The Village Board is
proposing to finance the
construction costs with a bond.
The details of the bond will be
published in the Suburban News
and on our website at
www.hiltonny.org.

Construction is projected to
begin mid July to early August.

The project is dependant
upon cost afford-ability. As
always, the Village Board,
continues to be mindful of using
taxpayer dollars responsibly.

Village Historian

On October 6th 2009,
Jackie and Keith Tenny made a
special stop in Hilton on their
way home from a New York
City visit with their children.
Keith is the great-grandson of
Delos Tenny, one of Hilton’s
prominent apple growers from
the early 1900’s. Keith had
heard stories all his life about
the Tennys and the
contributions they made to
Hilton’s fruit growing fame, but
never had the opportunity to
come to the area. Fortunately,
the Hilton Village Historian’s
office preserved a good bit of
interesting information on the
family, which Keith and Jackie
were extremely pleased to be
able to access during their trip.

One artifact of particular
interest was an engraving of the
Peter B. Tenny homestead
located on Collamer Road. The
engraving, from the 1877
Monroe County History book,
was acquired from a Parma
antique shop . The home
belonged to Keith’s great-great
grandfather, where 12 Tenny
children were raised. It was in
front of this home that one of
Western New York’s first apple
trees was planted around 1816.
The famous tree, which sadly
was cut down in 1938, had a 17
foot circumference and was
documented in several local
publications.

Keith’s great grandfather,
Delos, son of Peter, had a farm
on the West side of Town Line
Road, where today a winery is
located. Delos won bronze
medals for his premier apples

during the Paris World’s Fair in
1900 and later in 1904 at the
St. Louis World’s Fair.

Unfortunately the old Tenny
house burned in 1946 and
many important records of the
family’s achievements were lost.
One thing Keith would love to
acquire is a Tenny apple crate
and brass stencil with the Delos
Tenny’s Farm name.

To make the visit even more
special, Keith and Jackie were
joined by distant cousins, Pam
and Floyd Tenny of Hilton.
They brought interesting family
records to share.

Other points of interest
discovered during the evening
were the achievements of great-
grandfather Delos’s two sons,
Lloyd and Charles Tenny, who
were raised in Hilton, but went
on to acquire National and
International fame. Keith’s
grandfather, Lloyd Tenny,
educated at Cornell, became
Undersecretary of Agriculture
and later became General
Manager of the Mercantile
Exchange in Chicago. Keith’s
great Uncle, Charles Tenny, was
a Baptist Missionary who spent
many years in Japan, where he
founded a school called the
“Mabie Boys School”, near
Tokyo. The school is still in
operation today-100 years later.

The visit from the Tennys
was a most enjoyable occasion.
The Historian’s office was able
to provide a memorable setting
for the family’s return to
Hilton. Other families are open
to have the same opportunity to
research their roots and learn
about their family heritage with
the help of the Hilton
Historian’s collection. -

MONROE COUNTY REGULATES
OPEN BURNING

From the Code Enforcement Office

The following information is
intended to help the public
become more familiar with the
Monroe County Sanitary Code,
Article V, entitled “Open
Burning Control”.

The county code enforces
strict control of open burning to
protect the air from pollution
and promote the proper safety
measures needed for public
health, welfare, comfort and
protection of property and
other resources.

The following fires that are
generally PERMITTED are as
follows:

1. Fires in outdoor grills for the
purpose of preparing food.

2. Recreational campfires that
are contained in an outdoor
fireplace - when a nuisance is
not created.

3. Fires that receive a permit
from the Fire Marshall’s Office.

EXAMPLES OF
PROPERLY CONTAINED
OUTDOOR FIREPLACES

Fires that are NOT
Permitted are as follows:
1. Nuisance fires; fires that are
offensive, interfere, cause
damage, endanger or injure
another.

2. Any outdoor fire or smoke
producing process releasing air
contaminants into the
atmosphere.

3. Refuse burning of waste
materials such as dead animals,
rubbish, incinerator residue,
street sweepings or offal.

4. Yard waste, such as leaves
and debris.

People who are in violation
of the Sanitary Code may be
issued a ticket by
the Code
Enforcement
Officer or by a
Monroe County
Sheriff Deputy. A
= fine could be

The
Fire Department
has the authority
to extinguish all
nuisance fires.
