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COMMUNICATION BRINGS UNDERSTANDING
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IN PROPOSED COMMUNITY STORAGE PROJECT

In late August, officials from
the Village of Hilton, the Town
of Parma, the Hilton School
District and the Hilton-Parma
Fire District gathered to listen
to a presentation on a
community storage project.

The proposed project outlined
two separate structures, the first
of which would be a

community salt storage shed
and the second, a community

storage facility. Each building
would be designed to be shared
by the Village, Town, School
and Fire District to collectively
and economically satisfy the

current needs of all involved.

In early September an official
vote was taken. All parties
voted favorably to proceed with
a study to investigate the
proposed plans. An engineering
firm has been hired to further
develop the project. Updates
on study findings will be given
in the Spring. u

VILLAGE ELECTRIC RATES
DECREASE

Effective January 1, 2011
the Village of Hilton Municipal
Electric program will have a
drop in rates. The new fixed
rate plan will decrease from
$.075 per kilowatt hour to
$.065 per kilowatt hour. This
new fixed price will remain in
effect for the 2011 full calendar
year. Variable rate plans are
also available.

The Village office staff has
become aware of competing
energy supply companies that
have been going door to door
and or mailing advertisements
that promote a low fixed rate
plan. We encourage people to
read the fine print in these

offers. From what we have
seen, the low rate is only good
for 6 months. The following 6
months, rates increase. These
offers also require a contract,
that if broken, may subject a
customer to early termination
fees.

2010 NEwW RESTRICTIVE CARBON MONOXIDE

ALARM REGULATIONS

Effective February 22, 2010 a
new mandatory law was instated
for all residential and most
institutional occupancies. This
law updates a previously enacted
law with more restrictive usage of
Carbon Monoxide Alarms in
occupancies where people are
permitted to sleep. The law
overlaps both the New York State
Residential Code and the New
York State Fire Code for both
new and existing buildings.

To better understand the
installation, location and type of
Carbon Monoxide Alarms
required, the Fire Marshal’s
office is issuing this
interpretation to help residential
and institutional occupancies
comply with the intent of the
law.

First, it is imperative that an
understanding be given of what a
carbon monoxide source is. Any
appliance or equipment which as
part of its operation produces or
causes to produce any amount of
carbon monoxide, whether
exhausted to the outside or
vented within the structure or
building is considered a carbon
monoxide source. The following
are examples of carbon
monoxide sources: gas fuel
burning furnaces, hot water
beaters, stoves, and appliances;
in addition to solid fuel burning
appliances such as wood stoves,
along with generators,
automobiles, and various
gasoline fueled equipment in an
attached garage.

In existing buildings and
structures that were constructed
and having a certificate of
occupancy issued before January

1, 2008, and have a carbon
monoxide source, a carbon
monoxide alarm shall be located
on each level of an occupied
space. Whenever a carbon
monoxide source is located on
the same level as a sleeping area
(a bedroom), a carbon monoxide
alarm shall be located in each
sleeping area on that level.
Where only one sleeping area is
located on the same level as a
carbon monoxide source, the
alarm for that sleeping area may
satisfy the requirements of
serving that level.

The type of carbon monoxide
alarms for existing buildings and
structures may be of cord type,
direct plug in or battery operated
and are not required to be
interconnected.

In new buildings and
structures, that were constructed
and having a certificate of
occupancy issued after January 1,
2008, and having a carbon
monoxide source, a carbon
monoxide alarm shall be located
on each level of occupied space
and shall be interconnected, so
that the activation of one alarm
shall activate all the connected
alarms. Whenever a carbon
monoxide source is located on
the same level as a sleeping area
(bedroom), a carbon monoxide
alarm shall be located in each
sleeping area on that level.
Where only one sleeping area is
located on the same level as a
carbon monoxide source, the
alarm for that sleeping area may
satisfy the requirements of
serving that level.

Carbon monoxide alarms for
new buildings and structures shall

receive their primary power from
the building wiring and when the
primary power is interrupted,
shall receive power from a
battery and be interconnected.

Interconnected type alarms
are required in all existing
buildings being renovated.

Carbon monoxide alarms
shall not be located within or
near the openings to garages,
bathrooms or furnace rooms.
They shall also not be located in
or near locations specified as
“prohibited or not
recommended” by the
manufacture’s installation
instructions. Carbon monoxide
alarms shall be maintained in an
operative condition at all times
and shall be replace or repaired
where defective and as they cease
to operate as intended. They
shall not be removed or disabled
except for service or repair.
They shall be listed and labeled
as complying with UL 2034 or
CAN/CSA 6.19, and shall be
installed in accordance with the
manufacture’s instructions and
the code. Combination smoke
and carbon monoxide alarms are
permitted provided the alarm is
for such use. They shall have
distinctly different alarm signals
for smoke and carbon monoxide
activation.

Compliance with Amanda’s
law is not required where no
carbon monoxide source is
located within or attached to the
building or structure.

The Hilton Historian’s
office has been busy with many
exciting projects. Through the
use of old village archives,
many facinating records and
documents from the past have
taken on a new light for
inquisitive citizens wishing to
revisit prior events via research
and discussion.

One such project that is
underway through the efforts of
Attorney John Foster and
photographer Charles Nichols,
is “100 years of Hilton Sports
History”. Both gentlemen, the
Historian and others are
gathering old newspaper
clippings and recording oral
histories from former athletes,
including that of Hilton Central
School’s popular former coach,
Joe Tolhurst. In times past,
Hilton was home to the famous
Hilton Peaches, the village
baseball team from 1918 —
1949. This team won the
Western New York
Championship game in 1928.
Thanks to Edna Smith Burritt, a
scrapbook of clippings was
assembled over a 20 year period
that captured much of the glory
and excitement of those heady

days of baseball, when everyone
in the community was involved
in thé game. In addition,
Edna’s husband Loyd, saved all
of the old score books from
each game. These treasured
artifacts were donated in 2009
by Edna and Loyd’s
granddaughters, Mary Tilebein,
Anne Hall, and Donna Pfarrer.
It may be a while before the
collected work is completed.
The Historian’s office is looking
for additional materials relating
to early Hilton sports history.
Please contact the Historian’s
office, John Foster or Charles
Nichols if you have anything of
interest to add to the collection.
Old photographs, films,
clippings, or awards would be
nice to include as the project is
assembled.

Another recent project the
Historian’s office was
instrumental in was the Hilton
class of 1960, 50" High School
Reunion. The event was
attended by 50 of the 100
graduates of that year.
Highlights of the evening
included a Friday night dinner
at Red Fedele’s Brook House, a
tour of the West Avenue School,
and a Saturday picnic at the
Jenejahn Lodge. Attendees came
from as far away as California
and Florida.

Those planning on paving a
driveway should notify the Village
Office at 392-4144 on or before
April 1st of the same year that the
work will be done. A Village
representative will inspect the
sidewalks and gutters by the
driveway and make a
determination if any repairs are
needed. Scheduling for sidewalk
or gutter repair work takes place
early in the season and will not be
done after April 1st. After the
inspection, replacement work, if
needed, can be done in advance of
paving and will save the new
driveway from any damage.
2011 plans for sidewalk
replacement are for Gorton
Avenue. Planning in advance will
be to your advantage.

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DPW BUILDING
ADDITION NEARS COMPLETION

In the May 2010 edition of the “Hilton Village News”, the
“2010 Budget” article on page 3 informed residents of a new
addition to the Village’s Department of Public works facility. As
previously stated, the addition was designed to provide
additional space for employees and added equipment to alleviate
the over-crowded facility.

The addition has been progressing at a steady pace and is
projected to be complete by early November. The original
facility was built for 8 employees. Over the years the staff has

grown to 13 full time
workers with an
additional 3 part-timers
during the summer
months. The new
addition will include
separate bathroom and
locker room
accommodations for
female workers and will
provide for additional
personnel needs. The
quoted cost of the project came in at $236,000 which was below
the estimate. The project will be bonded at completion, after
actual costs are tallied. n

IMPROVEMENTS

Improvements and repairs on
the sewer infrastructure have
begun. Phase one of a
multi-year project began in
September, and continues with
the repair or replacement of
18 manholes running along
Salmon Creek; from Hazen
Street eastward to the Village
Park area. The manholes will
be made water-tight to protect
against water infiltration.
Spampinato
Mechanical Contractors
from Webster have been
hired to do the work.
They provided the lowest bid
price of $84,199.95 for this
first phase of improvements.
The contractors have 90 days
to complete the project.
The work should have no
effect on private property.
Over the winter months,
Hilton DPW crews will
continue to evaluate sewers on
the lowest end of the village,
possibly including South
Avenue and or Railroad
Avenue. The shared services
sewer camera will be used to
inspect for future possible

rehabilitation needs. g
